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1.0 Introduction

1.1 Under the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended), the Council has a

statutory duty to assist communities in the preparation of Neighbourhood Development
Plans and Orders and to take plans through a process of examination, referendum and
adoption. The Localism Act 2011 (Part 6 Chapter 3) sets out the Local Planning
Authority’s responsibilities under Neighbourhood Planning.

The Neighbourhood Plan Area for Ansty, Staplefield and Brook Street covers most of
the parish but excludes the area on the periphery of Haywards Heath and Burgess Hill.

The Ansty, Staplefield and Brook Street Neighbourhood Development Plan 2014 - 2031
was examined by Deborah McCann, who on 7" October 2016 passed the plan and
recommended Mid Sussex District Council should, subject to the modifications in the
examination report, proceed to referendum. Following this, the Examiner’s modifications
were agreed by Ansty and Staplefield Parish Council and subsequently agreed by Mid
Sussex District Council Cabinet on 28™ November 2016. The Decision Statement which
includes all the agreed modifications was then published on the Mid Sussex District
Council website.

On 19" January 2017, the Ansty, Staplefield and Brook Street Neighbourhood
Development Plan 2014 - 2031 successfully passed referendum with 217 of the votes
cast agreeing that the Ansty, Staplefield and Brook Street Neighbourhood Development
Plan be used by Mid Sussex District Council for the determination of planning
applications.

On 1% February 2017 Mid Sussex District Council resolved that the Ansty, Staplefield
and Brook Street Neighbourhood Development Plan 2014 - 2031, Submission Plan
(incorporating Examiners madifications and all modifications as per the MSDC Decision
Statement) should be ‘made’ and become part of the Development Plan for Mid Sussex
District Council for Haywards Heath.
